THE NEED FOR

INTERCESSORY
MISSIONARIES

We are living in the generation of Jesus’ imminent return! The Lord is
returning for a Bride who is filled with holy passion for Him and who enjoys
mature partnership with Him in worship and intercession, for gathering in
the harvest and establishing justice in the nations (Rev. 22:17; Luke 18:7-8).

Throughout Scripture, God emphasizes that He will raise up 24/7 prayer
in the End Times, which will not be silent until Jesus returns. Thus, The
Lord is calling people to full-time ministry as intercessory missionaries. An
intercessory missionary is one who does the work of the kingdom from the
place of prayer with worship, while embracing a missionary lifestyle and
focus.

Two historical figures from the Bible who inspire us are Anna, the first
evangelist and forerunner in the New Testament, and King David from the
Old Testament. Anna prayed and fasted for over sixty years before Jesus’
first coming (Luke 2:37), and King David organized and paid 4,000 musicians
and 288 singers to worship God night and day (1 Chron. 23:1- 25:31).

On September 2003, a few people gathered with the burden to establish a
House of Prayer in the spirit of the Tabernacle of David. We know that it is
the heart of God to establish a House of Prayer where “the fire on the altar
shall never go out” in the land of Singapore (Lev. 6:12-13).

Our mandate is to train believers, from this place of night and day prayer, to
love Jesus and people wholeheartedly as they go forth to preach the Word,
heal the sick, serve the poor, plant Houses of Prayer and proclaim the return
of Jesus across the earth.



FOUR MAIN AREAS OF MINISTRY OF

AN INTERCESSORY MISSIONARY

1. KEEP CHARGE OF THE PRAYER ROOM

We seek to establish a 24/7 House of Prayer in the spirit of the
W | Tabernacle of David in Singapore as the heart of our missions base.

2. GROW TO BE GOD’S VOICE

The Lord has called us to be His voice to call forth and prepare
believers for Jesus’ return. Intercessory missionaries invest time to
study and meditate on God’s Word, and proclaim God’s messages
through various means. These include seminars and trainings under
the Forerunner school, writing songs, and producing teaching
materials.

3. ENGAGE IN THE WORKS OF THE MINISTRY

As a missions base, we launch forth ministries to preach the Word,
heal the sick, serve the poor and plant Houses of Prayer, both
locally and across Asia. Every intercessory missionary is encouraged
to seek God for his/her area(s) of ministry. They can either be a
part of another ministry or lead and spearhead what the Lord calls
them to.

4. RESOURCE AND ADMIN

Intercessory Missionaries also produce teaching materials that
are available for sale to the public and provide administrative
and media support for the daily running of the House of Prayer.
These include logistical and daily operations, and maintenance of
website and social media platforms.

As a Forerunner Community, we embrace and seek to live out the following four
heart standards (embodied in the acronym “IHOP”), in order to be a people who will

NTERCESSION

A people of prayer, expressed corporately
through night and day prayer and worship.

OLINESS

A people who have set themselves apart
for intimacy with God, and who live out the
Sermon-on-the-Mount lifestyle.

FFERING
A people who give extravagantly to God for

the advancement of His Kingdom and who live
a fasted life (ie. simply) for themselves.

ROPHETIC

A people who stand boldly in faith, move in
the power of God and have confidence in His
provision, protection and direction.
